Mom Faith: The Power Of Everyday Influence

Scripture: 2 Timothy 1:5 // Proverbs 22:6 // Deuteronomy 6:6-7

Write Up:  Some of the greatest spiritual influence in the world happens in ordinary, everyday moments. In his letter to Timothy, the apostle Paul reminds him of the sincere faith that first lived in his grandmother Lois and his mother Eunice. Their faith didn’t just stay with them, it was passed down and shaped Timothy into a leader in the early church. Mothers often shape the spiritual direction of a family through simple but powerful acts: teaching their children about God, praying with them, encouraging them when they struggle, and modeling what it looks like to trust the Lord in everyday life. These moments may feel small, but God uses them to build a lasting legacy of faith.

Think: I am shaped by the faith of those who came before me, and the everyday choices I make can shape the faith of the next generation.

Feel: Grateful for the mothers, grandmothers, and women who have poured faith into my life.

Do: If you are a mom (or mentor), intentionally point your children or those around you toward God in everyday moments—through prayer, Scripture, encouragement, and modeling trust in Him. If you have been influenced by a mom’s faith, embrace it, cherish it, and let it guide your life.



Sermon: Good morning, church, and happy Mother’s Day to all of the mothers out there and to all of the women who give life to others through encouragement, service, and love. Today is a special day for us to gather and worship together. Mother’s Day is one of those unique days where we pause and recognize something that shapes almost every life in this room, the influence of a mother. They have a way of shaping us in ways we don’t always notice at the time. By shaping our character, our values, and often our faith. Think about it for a moment. Some of the most important things we carry into adulthood didn’t come from a classroom, or a lecture, or a textbook. They came from a kitchen table. They came from car rides. They came from quiet conversations late at night. They came from someone who cared enough to keep showing up, day after day. For many of us, the first example of love, sacrifice, and perseverance we ever saw was in our mom.

STORY: (Share a way a mom made an impact in your life) My mother-in-law had a special way of showing love. Every day, she would draw little cartoons and notes of encouragement on my wife’s lunch bags when she was growing up. These weren’t just ordinary doodles, they were little messages of hope and joy and scriptures to remind her that God loved her. They became so famous that my wife’s friends would ask to see them every day during lunch. Imagine that: a simple drawing, a few kind words, creating a ripple of encouragement that extended beyond her own child. That’s the power of a mother’s love.

Being a mom that makes a difference is not about feeling pressure to do something big thing that is monumental or amazing, it’s about doing the small things that will last for a lifetime. It’s pointing your children to God in everyday moments, teaching them what it looks like to trust Him, and faithfulness in ordinary life. The Apostle Paul knew the powerful influence that a mother or grandmother could have on the next generation. He wrote about it in 2 Timothy. 

READ 2 Timothy 1:5

When Paul writes to Timothy, he doesn’t just talk about Timothy’s calling or leadership. He traces Timothy’s faith back to where it began. It began in a home. It began with a grandmother named Lois. And a mother named Eunice. That tells us something important. Long before Timothy preached sermons, planted churches, or led believers, someone was shaping his faith in everyday life.

POINT #1 – NEVER UNDERESTIMATE THE POWER OF MOM FAITH

Maybe Lois told Timothy stories about God before bed. Maybe Eunice prayed with him when he was afraid. Maybe they reminded him of God’s promises when life was confusing. They probably didn’t realize at the time that they were shaping a future pastor and leader in the early church. They were simply being faithful in the small moments. And that’s how God often works. God uses ordinary faithfulness to produce extraordinary impact. Those moments are planting seeds. And seeds have a way of growing into things far bigger than we imagined. History actually gives us a powerful example of this.

STORY: One of the most influential Christian leaders in history was John Wesley. Wesley helped spark a revival that spread across England and America in the 1700s and led to the formation of what we know today as the Methodist movement. Through his preaching and ministry, thousands of people came to faith in Christ. But what many people don’t realize is that the spiritual foundation for his life didn’t begin in a church building. It began with his mother, Susanna Wesley. Susanna had 19 children. Think about that for a moment. Nineteen kids running around the house. Life was busy, loud, chaotic, and exhausting. But Susanna believed that her greatest calling was to raise her children to know God. So she created a simple habit. Every day she would spend time teaching her children about Scripture. She would talk to them about faith, pray with them, and answer their questions about God. But she also had another practice that her children knew well. Whenever she needed time with God, she would sit in a chair and pull her apron up over her head. That was the signal to the kids. When mom’s apron was over her head, she was praying. And unless the house was literally on fire, you didn’t interrupt. Her children saw her faith. They saw her pray. They heard her talk about God. They watched her trust the Lord through difficulty. Years later, when John Wesley began preaching to thousands of people, he often said that the spiritual lessons that shaped his life were the ones he learned from his mother.

Susanna Wesley probably never imagined that one of her sons would become a leader who helped spark a global revival. She was simply being faithful in her home. Day after day. Prayer after prayer. Conversation after conversation. And that’s exactly how Mom Faith works. Not through one big moment, but through thousands of little moments.
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
