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SERMON OUTLINE



LET FREEDOM RING - “It is for freedom that Christ has set us free…”
Note: This sermon outline is designed to provide a structure that you can make your own by adding additional illustrations, stories and talking points. 
Scripture: Exodus 3:7-8 // Galatians 5:1 // John 10:10 // 2 Corinthians 3:17 //   Luke 4:18
Write Up: Jesus did not just save us from sin’s penalty; He came to free us from sin’s power. Real freedom is found in surrendering our lives to Christ and walking daily in the power of the Holy Spirit.
INTRODUCTION
In the United States, freedom is often on our mind. Freedom is one of the deepest desires in the human heart. People want freedom from stress, fear, shame, addiction, pressure, and guilt. We celebrate freedom politically, culturally, and personally, but the freedom the world offers is often shallow. Culture says freedom means “doing whatever you want,” but eventually that kind of freedom becomes another form of bondage. Jesus offers something greater. He offers freedom from the inside out.
That is why Paul declares in Galatians 5:1, “It is for freedom that Christ has set us free.” Jesus did not die so we could stay chained to our past. He came to break chains, restore hearts, and lead us into a brand-new life.
POINT #1 - FREEDOM HAS A DELIVERER
Exodus 3:7–8 // Galatians 5:1
Throughout Scripture, God reveals Himself as a Deliverer. He delivered Israel from Egypt because He knew the misery of the people. God wants His people to be free from oppression and slavery. Ultimately, He sent Jesus to deliver humanity from the oppression of sin and the slavery of death. Moses could bring Israel out of Egypt, but only Jesus can bring sin out of the human heart. The salvation Jesus brings is not self-improvement; it is rescue.
A drowning person does not need swimming tips — they need someone to pull them out of the water. In the same way, we could not save ourselves. Jesus stepped into our brokenness, carried our sin to the cross, and made freedom possible.
Main Statement: You cannot experience freedom until you surrender to                       the Deliverer.
POINT #2 - FREEDOM HAS AN ENEMY
John 10:10
Jesus said the thief comes “to steal and kill and destroy.” The enemy’s goal is always bondage. Sin promises satisfaction but produces slavery. What starts small can quickly become controlling. Some people are chained by addiction. Others are chained by fear, bitterness, shame, pride, or the constant need for approval. One of the enemy’s greatest lies is convincing people that bondage is normal. Many people today stay trapped because dysfunction feels comfortable. The enemy says the chains are permanent, but Jesus wants to break our chains.
Many people coming out of the prison system today do not know how to function in freedom. In fact, many commit crimes to return to incarceration. They have only known how to live behind bars, they must be rehabilitated to embrace freedom
Main Statement: Jesus breaks chains the enemy says can never be broken.
POINT #3 - FREEDOM HAS A SOUND
